Ottawa : The stage is being set for a three-man assault on the Department of Transport in Hie form 
of an app lication to move CKVR Ch an nel 3 from Barrie to Toronto. It would appear that Transport 
Minister Pickersgi ll is in favour of such a move which would thwart any move by US outlets to 
grab up the open frequency. There are however many obstac les being set to block any intended 
application for the move. Scarborough co uncil has already rejected an application by Allan 
Waters, President of CHUM and partner in the CKVR venture, for permission to build an 860-foot 
FM transmitter which in all probabil ity would have been used as the TV tower for the intended 
Chann el 3. Opposition is also coming in the form of complaints from engineers who claim that 
anoth er TV outlet in this particular area would b!ot out the transmission of Ch an nel 2 and 4 from 
Buffalo. The Canadian Government is not. however, ob ligated to protect fo reign signals on this side 
of the border. A big plus for the team of Stirling, Waters and Snelgrove is the political power 
they wield collectively and singularly. Ral ph Snelgrove is an unsuccessful Liberal ca ndidate and 
a self-made millionaire having made his money by turning small sta tions into money makers. Allan 
Waters' politica l co nnec tions are unknown but he too is a se lf-made millionaire having controlling 
interests in broadcastin1 outlets across Canada. The power behind the trio would appear to be 
Geoffrey Stirling who is well known in Ottawa political circles and like Sn elgrove was born in New­
foundland where ironica lly enough, Transport Minister Pickersgill represents a Newfound land Riding. 
Stirling has built an empire of newspapers and radio stations in the eastern part of Canada and just 
recen tly moved into Upper Canada by acquiring CKWW in Windsor and CKPM in Ottawa. Dr. Andrew 
Stewart. BBG chairman has suggested a public hearing sometime in April. This would give those who 
were unsuccess ful in past bidding for a Toronto outlet , anoth er chance to present their cases.
