Toronto : Interesti ng and entertaining radio has 
returned to Toronto, thanks to the efforts of 
Tom Fulton with his " Whole Bag" show heard 
Monday Through Fr iday (11:05 PM to 1 AM) over 
CKFH. The Fulton programming affords teen­
agers and young adults the type of listening 
that is so un -format and so very informative as 

to create an actual interest in just what is go­
ing on in the world of music. 

To the teenager who is damned tired of 
hearing the same bang bang top forty hits over 
and over again , the Fulton offering is an en­
tertaining rest. Records and artists that they 
never knew existed before , come to life on the 
"Whole Bag". Sales of rhythm and blues discs 
have increased because of Fulton's belief in 
offering a varied selection of recordings. 

Interspersed with the best in rock , folk, 
blues and soul, Tom sets aside a certain por­
tion of each evening to interview interesting

Not just groups and artists , but many of 
the young people of Toronto who , whether they 
be a guitar teacher ,song writer , record producer , 
or record promotion man , have someth ing to say 
that is of interest to the often forgotten radio 
! istener who has become accustomed to hav ing 
the radio on as filler only. 

Now about this man Fulton. Tom is a 
Westerner , which accounts for his hospitable 
qualities. He first started in radio with the 
University of British Columbia Broadcast ing 
Society. He then moved on to CKQC in Quesnel 
and shortly after moved out of the province and 
over to CJ CA in Edmonton and finally made it 
to Toronto. 

What does Fulton do with Canad ian re­
co rds? NOTH IN G. He just plays them. No fan 
fare, no great long explanation as to why he is 
playi ng a particular Canad ian record. As a mat­
ter of fact, it's practically imposs ible to know 
where the production was done. If it' s British, 
American, Afghanistan or Canadian , Ful ton 
leaves the rest up to his I isteners. If they are 
interested in owning a record they heard on the 
"Whole Bag" , they need only enquire at thei r 
nearest record bar, and they are , much to the 
delight of record store owners who feel that 
Tom Fulton's "Whole Bag" show is stimulat ing 
record sales.

Paul Misener has been having fantastic 

success with tiie Monkees LP as wel I as the 
Abbey Tavern album. His Al liston Ontario bar 
has sold more albums than singles of the pop­
ular telev ision group. Paul doesn ' t think, how­
ever , that the Abbey Tavern Singers album will 
outsell their single of " Off To Dublin In The 
Green" as this was the best selling single in 
Mi sener's 12 year history of sel ling records. 
The Beach Boys top the singles sales but 
" Psychotic Reaction " is still hanging on to 
near the top , sales. The Hollies and Dee and 
the Yeomen are also up with the winners. 
Stevie Wonder's " Sun" and Donovan 's " Me l low 
Yellow" are showing good potential. Paul has 
a beef. Some Canadian records, he just can ' t 
get, and when a group appears in the area it's 
·discouraging to have to turn away so many 
sales. Record stores depend on spontaneous 
buying and when records are available it bene­
fits the record store , record company and group. 
(Ed: The problem is national. Some Canadian 

record companies seem to be hesitant in putting 

too much fa ith in the selling potential of their 
Canadi an product. ) 

The Left Banke are on top of the heap 
in Ottawa. Lou ise Giroux, hit buyer for the 
Sherman Rack Service , I ists " Heartbreak Hote I" 

by The Scoundrelz as a consistent top seller. 
Lightfoot's "Spin " is sti 11 in the top five as is 
Rivers ' " Town " . " La Poupee Qui Fait Non" 
by Les Sultans on Teledisc has been capturing 
the imagination of English buyers as well as 
French. " Vibrations" , "Cathedral " and " Wheel 
Of Hurt" are beginning to happen. The Monkees 
are holding down top spot for albums with " Dr. 
Zhivago" running a close second (this rnovie 
is currently playing Ottawa). Sergio Mendes 
"Brazil '66" is heading for the action list along 
with the Abbey Tavern Singers LP. 

Bob Pennycook , out at Loftqu ists in 
Oakville Ontario. has found good sales for 
both albums by the Brothers- in-law and ,of 
course , the Monkees. The Suprernes " A-Go-Go" 
is also chalking up sales. The Vaudev ille 
Band's " Cathedral" tops the list of single 
sales , but James & Bobby Pur ify are also hap­
pening with their " Puppet" . Spoonful 's " Rain " , 
Ma & Pa 's " Window·· and Ryder 's " Dress " are 
also ·grabbing for top action . Simon & Garfunkle 
are beginning to show with " Hazy Shade Of 
Winter " as well as the Hollies " Stop" . 

Joan Ziegler shows the Monkees as 
still hanging on to top album sa les for the 
Sayers store in lsl ington , Ontar io. " Wipeout " 
and " Godiva" are top selling singles along 
with Brenda Lee's " Corning On Strong " and 
DC5's " 19 Days ". Pet Clark's "Who Arn l"and 



"Louie" are keeping pace with " Cathedral " 
and "Vibrations" . 

Arnold Tiegs, manager of the record 
depar tment for Carl Heintzman's in Kitchene r, 
Ontario, reports good sales on the Vaudeville 
Band's "Cathedral " and the "Picture" sin­
gle by Gary Lewis . The Hollies are still 
strong with "Stop" along with "Vibrations" 
and "Spin". "Wheel Of Hurt", "Louie" and 
the Supremes' "Hangin ' On" are also moving. 

Up in Fonthill , Ontario , F. McMeekin, 
sa les manager of Heaton Music Studio, has 
good sales for "Spin", "Girl On A Swing" and 
"Godiva" . "Mr. Spaceman" and "Carpenter" 
are beginning to move. Brown's " Dropout" and 
"Nelson" by the Carlton Showband are moving 
into the top ten sellers. Ma & Pa's "Vvineiov/' 
and "Cathedral'' look good for sales . Top al­
bu m seljer~ are the Monkees , Beatles and 
Ti juana Brass . 

Bob Ashley of the Country Music Centre , 
in Winnipeg, has a few questions to ask . 
" Ca nad ian content releases show next to no 
ac tion. Why? Could it be promoti on or stati on 
programming or distribution or what?" (Ed: 

More and more record store people are becom­

ing aware of the potential sales there could be 

in domesti c product and because of this are 

re-educating the record promotion and sales 

men to think Canadian as well. ) Bob has been 
getti ng action with the Robbie Lane album, 
(the TV show helps out here), the Guess Who 
and Deverons are usually good sellers (they're 
locals). The Checkerlads are also getting 
some of the action with their Gaie ty single 
"Shake Yourself Down" (they're from Regina). 
Top selling album is the Ukrainian LP by 
Freddie Chetyrbok with Johnny and The N ite­
Lites (a local group). The Monkees and Buck 
Owens' "Carnegie Hall" are also good selling 
al bums. Sandy Posey tops the single sale~ 
wi th "Woman " wi th "Cathedral" and "God iva" 
right behind . Darin's "Carpenter" and Brenda 
Lee' s "Strong" are also moving we 11. Tt:c 
Ho ll ies are getting action with " Stop" as we ll 
as Pet Clark with her "Who Am I" . 

Out at Egl 1nton Square rn Toromo, 
Morgan 's have just completed a su ccessful 
"spec ial store promotion" for the Monkees LP 
and albums by the Tijuana Brass. Mrs . Boyd 
notes that business is picking up as people 
begin to Christmas shop. Besides the promo­
ti on mentioned , Morgans have scheduled sev­
eral other "in-store" promotions for the end 
of the year shopping spree. The Hollies and 
Sup re mes hold down top spot for singles sales. 
Ryder, Peter & Gordon and Left Banke are 
chalking up impressive sales as well. With 
the Beach Boys just come and gone , their 
"Vibrat ions " single jumped into prominence. 
Chris Montez makes a show ing with " Time 
After Time" and " Louie" keeps moving well. 

Del Bown of The Bown Electric in 
Sm iths Fa lls , Ontario , lists the Monkees as 
their top album seller. The Spoonful's " Rain' 
and Ryder's "Dress" are keeping neck in 
3 

neck with Ma & Pa's " Window" and " Cathe­
dral". " Nelson" by the Carlton Showband is 
also ma king a showing. "Mellow Yellow" and 
"Vi brat ions" are pacing wel l with " Wheel Of 
Fortune" and " Time After Time" . The Bown 
Electric has just set up a daily advertising 
campaign wi th the popular John Pozer show on 
CJ ET and they have arranged to plug the RPM 
100 as often as possible. 

" The need for a second pop music ra­
dio station in Toronto is very evident by the 
success of CKFH with a half-way type show 
called 'The Whole Bag'. The pop giant really 
programs for themselves and almost ignores the 
public. The kids are scream ing for somethin g 
new and not gett ing it" , wr ites Dan Bartollini , 

the bossman at Rendezvous in Toronto. Ted 
Stevens has been added to the staff at Ren­
dezvous and wi II give a hand looking after the 
usually overflowing weekend crowds. The 
Beach Boys " Vibrations" topped the list of 
best sellers with Ryder 's " Blue Dress" close 
behind . " Winchester Cathedral " is also sell­
ing we ll. Ma & Pa's " Window" and Hebb's 
"Mind" have shown good sales through the 
week. Rendezvous lists Sinatra's " That 's 
Life " as their " pick hit" . Donovan , Hollies, 
Sandpipers , Diamond and Stande I ls are among 
the also show, sales. Album biggies include 
the Monkees , Wi Ison Pickett and the new 
Simon & Gar funkle .

CERTAIN TORONTO DISC JOCKEYS 
are a little nervous late ly .... The purge is on , 
and it was put very aptly by one who said it's 
about time something happened, and he was 
glad that HE wasn't involved. Another was 
quoted as saying, " Wh oever is behind all this 
has my bl essing, but he 's DEAD ... in the bus i­
ness". The front page story in RPM last week 
was very wel I timed. It came at a time wh en 
bookings had hit an all time low. The writer of 
th is excel lent article omitted mentioning tha t 
not only were the studios suffering, but frequen­
cy of bookings , and the prices bands were ask­
ing were feeling the pinch. 

WHEN THE PAYOLA INVESTIGATIONS 
were started in the U.S. some years ago, many 
many innocent disc jockeys were hu rt. The in­
vestigat ion commitee only called the disc jock­
eys that they knew about , to answer the charges 
of rigging the musical taste of hundreds of mi I­
ii ons whi le pocketing the benefits. The whole 
th ing was a very messy affair that reflected on 
the verasity of not only the radio stations in­
vo lved, but also the disc jockeys who didn 't 
have their hand out for every loose bu ck. Some 
months ago, RPM ran a front page story asking 
the trade to see that such a thing didn't happen 
in Canada. It is hoped tha t many read this story 
and thought a I ittle about the consequences. I 

hope you don 't mind if I indulge in a litt le phil ­
osophy in my column now and then . I don't think 
I'm going to get letters as a resu lt of my remarks. 
I doubt if too many disc jockeys are even con­
cerned with what I am saying , but let's just 
WATCH and see who DOES react. This busi ­
ness is strange in that one wel I worded sen­
tence wi II cause the strangest things to come 
out of the sewers . 

CAN WE AGREE ON SOMETHI NG??? 
Let's talk like intelligent ladies and gentle­
men for a minute , and see if you real ly KNOW 
anything about the business you are in. What 
makes a HIT??? Why do stations play certain 
records , and not others . One west coast disc 
jockey told us of the visi t of an artist to the 
station , and suddenly a six week old record 
began to be programmed . What did the artist 
bring with his or her beautiful body that day 
when visiting the station. An intel I igent person 
wou ld suspect tha t it was possibly a ta lent 
potion that was sprinkled liberally over the si x 
week old disc that suddenly made it " airable". 
" If it has it in the grooves" . This is a very 
ti red cliche now, bu t I think it would add some 
dignity to the business we are in if we STOP­
PED using it. We can't continue to fool our­
selves that what is in the grooves has very 
much to do with programming, and we can also 
stop talking abou t sa les as if th ey were an . 
answer to everything. No record sells without 
exposure unless it has pornography on the cov­
er . Therefore the exposure must come first, 
and just by checking the RPM 100 (IN THI S 
MAGAZI NE) I can see that a little birdy has 
been busy , because the resu lt STRANGELY 
resembles the foreign picture of (HITS?? 7). 

What is all this in aid of??? TRUTH !ll If we 
stop KIDDI NG ourselves, we ' ll admit , tha t as 
far as picking hits is concerned ... the thinking

After three weeks 
of air play the record is SELLINGll l Broom­
handle has 49 other records that are (forgive 
me) SELLI NG. It is obvious that all these are 
genuine hits, because if you check the nationa l 
listings (pardon me) the INTERNATIONAL 
listings , you'll find that they agree with Broom­
handle (or is it visa versa). Ei ther Broomhand­
le shouldn't be listing the one LOCA L HIT, or 
the nationa l listings aren 't on the level be­
cause they don ' t acknowledge what Broomhand­
le knows .
